We have received many requests for Children’s shows. These are more complex to 

produce because it’s not possible to illustrate them with random pictures, as is pos-

sible with many of the shows. We came into contact with Goldquill publishers in 

the UK & we’ll be networking to produce children’s shows using the beautiful art-

work from their books. As these shows are circulated, they will promote their 

books & website in the shows. With any resulting sales, we will receive a percent-

age to help keep our ministry going. 

♥ Audio Slideshows. 
 

 

In the past few months, we've begun a partnership with RadioActive Ministries in 

Uganda & started producing audio slideshows read by Simon Peterson. These take 

more time & expense to produce but they are turning out beautiful! We are not 

receiving enough donations to cover costs, so, it seems we need a way to have a 

‘membership area’ or ‘pay/per download’ for people to get these audio shows & 

other products so that the proceeds generated can help both our ministries. 

   We’re not a big organization with lots of resources & financial 

backing. We receive a few donations via our website but it’s not suf-

ficient to cover the costs of this ministry to be self-supporting. 
 

   “Tommy’s Window” began & continues as a team endeavor with 

us devoting our time & labor joined by other likeminded volunteers 

who contribute their time, skills, & knowledge; by doing translations, 

contributing materials, answering email, etc. Most expenses are paid 

from our own limited funds received from a few sponsors & fundrais-

ers. We need ways to generate income to be self-supporting & to con-

tinue for as long as possible. 
 

   Currently, each month we send around 120,000 emails that include 

10 to 16 free shows in English & Spanish, post many free shows in 

several languages on our site, correspond & minister to many by 

email, take care of important technical details, & are working on 

other projects, all of which require a tremendous amount of work.  
 

   Around 30% of our subscribers are in Western nations &, it seems, 

would likely have the means to donate. Whereas, those in poorer na-

tions would not have a way to give toward this outreach. Even a cou-

ple of dollars or more received on a regular basis from a lot of people 

can make a big difference & could help cover our costs of producing 

free slideshows & that way everyone can benefit.

Right next door to the church where I stayed was a radio 

station & another TW subscriber, Mayette, invited me to speak for a half 

an hour to promote TW & also answer questions in an interview style 

format. It went super well & the witness went out to many listeners in 

that province & beyond! Many more inspiring events took place but 

space won’t allow much more at this time. All in all, the trip was won-

derful & I’m honored to be invited back as their guest any time! 

Tommy’s Window has really taken off in the Philippines. We have a good amount of subscribers and 
many visitors to our site from all over the country and we receive quite a few emails from people there. 
Our long-time missionary friend, Nick, along his brother, Dom & his wife, Amor, have been faithfully following up 
on many of those that write from their area. It’s going fantastic and they are thrilled with the potential they see. 
One new pilot program we’d like to pioneer with their help is Tommy’s Window clubs to get participants involved in 
projects by inspiring and guiding them with the vision that; “You can do something for Jesus and others in spite of 
your  circumstances & limitations.” Please keep this new project in your prayers. Here is a testimony from Nick.
